Dear Parents, 

 

As per the CBSE examination bye-laws, minimum 75% attendance in class for any bona fide student 

taking any CBSE examination is compulsory. Only those students shall be eligible to take board 

examination who have 75% or greater attendance in class with few exceptions as below : 

 

i) Absence on medical ground, for which a certified medical document must be provided. 

ii) Participation in national, state, or CBSE-recognized events (such as sports or cultural 

activities), accompanied by official documentation from the event organizers. 

iii) Exceptional circumstances such as a family bereavement or other unforeseen 

emergencies, which will be evaluated on a case-by-case basis by the school and CBSE. 

 

Failure to fulfill the above specified attendance requirement by the final submission deadline will 

result in the disqualification of the student from appearing for the board examinations. 

 

Therefore, parents are requested to ensure at least minimum level of attendance (75%) in class 

specially the practical classes to avoid any inconvenience.
