Points to be noted while coming to school : 
 

1. Parents may pick and drop their ward on their own or may take school transport as per their choice  

(inform the class teacher well in time). School transport taken once would apply transport charges. 

2. Students will come to school wearing mask (of appropriate size), having a sanitizer bottle.(Sanitizer is 

available at the entry gate of the school and in class rooms too). 

3. Sports or other group activities shall not be held in school till further orders, however more focus would  

be on practical activities (which are not possible online). 

4. Students will follow social distancing norm in school & will avoid touching things unnecessarily.  

5. Students will not share any material or eatables with other schoolmates.   

6. Parents will ensure that their ward is healthy and does not have any COVID symptoms before sending 

him/her  to school. Please do not send your ward to school if He / She is showing any COVID or related 

symptoms. Inform the school for the same.  

7. Students will carry all material required in school on their own. Borrowing and lending is not permitted. 

8. Students are to reach school in time. Leaving school before time is not permitted (except emergency).
